Welcome to Dublin!

1. Important Information

Monday 1st June is a public holiday in Ireland, and a lot of services will operate on a Sunday (limited) schedule.  Many of the city centre shops will be closed (though many in the Grafton street area will remain open).
The annual Women’s mini marathon will take place at 3pm on Monday 1st June from Fitzwilliam Square and ends in Saint Stephen’s Green in the city centre. It is the biggest all-women’s event of its kind in the world!  There will be about at least 10,000 women in the Saint Stephen’s Green area during this time – if you are in the area, please cheer them on!
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2. Getting from Dublin Airport to your hotel

Dublin Airport is located about 10 Kilometres (6 miles) north of Dublin City Centre.  

Taxi:
A taxi rank is provided just outside the arrivals hall at Dublin Airport, to the right. A taxi dispatcher is available at the taxi rank if you require any further information or assistance. Approximate fare to the city centre is €25, and you should ask for a receipt. (There are charges for additional passengers or if travelling between 8pm and 8am or on Sundays / Public Holidays.) Ask the taxi driver in advance if you have any questions.

If you arrive late in the evening, we suggest you take a taxi. 

Public Transportation:

The bus stop for Aircoach (Big Blue Bus) is located across the road and to the left of the arrivals hall of terminal 1 of Dublin Airport. (See Number 1 on map of Dublin Airport.)
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The Aircoach costs €7 for a single trip to Dublin City Centre and €12 for a return ticket.  You can pay cash on the bus.  If possible, try to have exact change. This is a 24 hour service.  More details here http://www.aircoach.ie/table.routes.ballsbridge.php 
Drop-off points in Dublin City Centre that are most convenient for EAHIL delegates are:

Grafton Street/ Trinity College. This is about a 5-15 minute walk to the hotels.  

When you are returning to Dublin airport, you should go to the Suffolk Street Stop (Close to the Pizza Hut restaurant – look for the Blue bus stop) or any other orange stop on the map below.

A. Central Hotel, Arlington Hotel and Brooks Hotel 
We suggest you use the Grafton Street / Trinity College stop and walk to your hotel (see map below) 
B. If you are staying in the Maldron Hotel, we suggest the following: 

Take the Aircoach bus to the O’Connell Street (Gresham Hotel) stop. Walk to Lower Abbey Street (5 minutes) and take the LUAS tram (Red Line) to the SMITHFIELD stop. The hotel is a 5 minute walk through Smithfield Plaza. Tickets can be purchased from machines at the tram stop. Exact change is required. This ticket will cost €1.60.

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C. If you are staying at the Radisson SAS 
This hotel is not very convenient for public transportation. You could take the Aircoach to Trinity College /Grafton Street stop and walk 20 minutes to the hotel, but this may be too much with a suitcase or after a long flight. It may be preferable to take a taxi.

D. Avalon Hostel
You could take the Aircoach to Trinity College /Grafton Street and walk 15-20 minutes to the hostel or hotel, but this may be too much with a suitcase.  If you do not wish to take a taxi, you could take the slower Dublin city bus that will leave you directly outside the Avalon Hostel. Dublin Bus number 16A is located in area Number 1 on the map of Dublin airport above.
The bus will cost about €2.20. Make sure you have exact change as none is given on the bus. Generally, stops are not announced.   You will have to ask the bus driver to let you off at the Avalon Hostel (and make sure to sit near him so you can hear when he calls your stop!) The journey lasts about 40/60 minutes and it operates from 08.45 during the week and 07.40 on Saturday and 08.30 on Sundays. The last bus is 22.40 except Saturday when it is 22.20. Buses go approximately every 20 minutes but check the timetable on the Dublin bus website for the most up to date schedule

Remember to look at the Sunday schedule if you are arriving on Sunday 31st May or Monday 1st June (a public holiday).
